We refer to your official information request dated 24 November 2020 for information 
regarding Eastbourne rates and Swimming pool. 
 
The information you have requested can be found in the enclosed spreadsheet.  

1. All assessments and costings which Council used to justify delaying the opening of 
Eastbourne Swimming Pool by two weeks in the 2020/2021 season including the 
projected amount of savings. 

• Please see below estimated Operational costs and the attached 3 Year Outdoor 
pool figures 
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2. The total amount of rates projected to be collected from the Eastbourne Ward in the 
2020/2021 year. 

• The total amount of rates assessed for all properties with “Eastbourne” listed 
as the suburb in the current year is $5.067M. 

• This includes Greater Wellington Regional council rates and GST. 

To provide some further context please note the following. As part of our response to the 
COVID-19 pandemic Council developed an emergency budget for 20/21, which included a 
range of operational savings to enable us to provide a lower rates increase for Hutt City 
residents in this challenging year. This included changes to the operating hours for libraries 
and pools.
